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1.0 PURPOSE

Acres is committed to providing a safe and healthy workplace for all of our staff and project partners. A
combination of measures will be used to minimize worker exposure to COVID-19, including the most
effective control technologies available. Acres is continually reviewing the latest CDC guidelines, and
will ensure the Acres 2020 Project Continuity Plan COVID-19 is updated as recommended guidelines
change.

We are working very diligently to protect our employees and project partners, their families, and the
communities we work in. Acres has set up and shall provide information and communication channels to
keep everyone informed with the necessary information. In a continued effort to keep everyone safe, Acres
shall send out regular updates from Human Resources.

Our work procedures will protect not only our workers, but also other possible workers who enter our
projects. Allemployees and project partners must follow the procedures outlined in this plan to prevent
or reduce exposure to COVID-19 during construction activities.

This document provides a high-level overview of how Acres is addressing the COVID-19 Pandemic in
relation to project continuity at our sites. Project teams are expected to apply these guidelines, as
applicable, on our project sites to the best of their abilities.

If there is a section that does not apply to your project, please disregard. This is a fast-moving situation
and this document will be revised as the need arises.

1.1 Heath Hazards of COVID-19

COVID-19 has been declared a global pandemic and a public health emergency in British Columbia. It
is a virus that can cause respiratory illness and can lead to hospitalization and death. The effects of
COVID-19 are expected to be much more severe than for seasonal influenza because most people will
not have any immunity to the virus. Seniors and people with underlying health issues (including heart
disease, diabetes and lung diseases) are at a higher risk of hospitalization and death, but young and
healthy people are also at risk.

1.2 Symptoms

Symptoms of COVID-19 are likely to include fever, dry cough and difficulty breathing. The CDC has
recognized that this pandemic affects different people in different ways and some people may
experience aches and pains nasal congestion, runny nose, sore throat and diarrhoea. On average it
takes 5-6 days from when someone is infected with the virus for symptoms to show, however it can
take up to 14 days. The COVID-19 symptoms are similar to a cold or flu.

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1.3 Transmission
Exposure to COVID-19 can occur by:

1. Breathing in droplets in the air that are generated when people cough or sneeze.
2. Close contact with other people (e.g., shaking hands, hugging, physical contact).
3. Touching contaminated surfaces and then touching the face, mouth, or food.

1.4 Acres COVID-19 Rules

COVID-19 can be transmitted even by people who are not displaying symptoms of the disease.
Employees and project partners who may be infected with COVID-19 will not be permitted to come to
work or project sites. This includes:

1. Employees and or project partners who are ill, whether or not the illness has been confirmed as COVID-
19, will not be permitted to work on any construction site.

2. Employees and project partners that have symptoms of COVID-19.

3. Employees and project partners that have travelled outside of Canada or travelled within Canada by
aircraft within the previous 14 days, must self isolate from the workplace for a minimum of 14 days.

4. Employees or project partners in contact with anyone who has returned from out of country or
reside with someone that has returned out of country shall self isolate for a minimum 14 days.

Employees and project partners been exposed to someone with COVID-19.
6. Employees and project partners that share a home with someone who has symptoms of COVID-19.

7. Employees and project partners that share a home with someone who has been exposed to
COVID-19.

8. Employees and project partners shall use a protective mask or respirator where social distancing
practices cannot be achieved or maintained with certain construction related tasks.

Three primary routes of transmission are anticipated for COVID-19, all of which need to
be controlled. These include contact, droplet, and airborne transmission through a
personds cough or sneeze.

3.1 Breathing in droplets in the air

BC CDC advises that coronavirus is not transmitted through airborne transmission, however, if
somebody coughs or sneezes, they do generate droplets which are airborne for at least a short period
of time but do not float in the air and generally fall to the ground within one to two meters. Anybody who
is near the individual may risk breathing in these droplets. Social distancing (maintaining two meters of
distance from other people at all times) will reduce the risk of this occurring.

3.2 Close contact

Close contact refers to physical contact with another person, for example shaking hands, hugging or
physical contact. When people cough or sneeze droplets may deposit on their skin or clothing,
especially if they cough or sneeze into their hands. People who are carriers of COVID-19 may transfer
the virus from their hands or clothing to others during close contact. Avoid hand shaking and physical
contact.

¢
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Acres shall implement the use of a protective facemask and or respirator when employees are unable
to practice social distancing on project sites. Acres shall monitor employees who may be at risk to
work in close proximity to each other and will utilize a spotter to maintain social distancing practices
where necessary.

3.3 Suoadmtceec t

Surfaces can become contaminated when droplets carrying COVID-19 deposit on them, or when they
are touched by a person who is infected. Surface contact involves a worker touching a contaminated
object such as a table, doorknob, telephone, or computer keyboard or tool, and then touching the eyes,
nose, or mouth. Surface contact is important to consider because COVID-19 can persist for several
days on surfaces. Acres shall regularly clean all contact surfaces.

The following risk assessment table is adapted from Regulation Guideline G6.34-6. Using this
guideline as a reference, we have determined that the risk level of our workers is low when they
maintain social distancing. Our workers work on a construction work site and have little contact with

the general public.

3.4 Risk Control

The WorkSafeBC regulation requires employers to implement infectious disease controls in the

following order of preference:

4. Personal protective equipment (PPE).

It is not necessary to implement engineering controls in our workplace due to the risk of exposure can
be controlled using administrative controls (for example, social distancing, hand washing, surface
cleaning and cough sneeze etiquette) and PPE (dust masks). Acres shall incorporate the COVID-19
pandemic into all project risk assessments on site. Acres shall also update the plan based on Dr. Bonnie
Henry and BC CDC guidelines as appropriate.

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4.4 Letter to Owner, Consultants, Subcontractors/ Suppl i er 8 s

It is important to communicate directly with our construction partners to inform them of current Acres
policies around protecting persons on our worksites from COVID-19 and the removal of any person
who exhibits symptoms consistent with this virus. See Appendix E.

4.5 Internal Updates

The Operations Directors participate in a daily update calls with Acres Leadership Team
members from our projects. The Operations Managers then have an internal call to discuss
what needs to be communicated to the project teams. The frequency and time of these calls
may be subject to change as the situation evolves.

4.6 Internal Employee Information

All documents referenced in this plan are stored on Acres Enterprises Employee Page Health
& Wellbeing Resources that may be shared externally to owners and subcontractors upon
request.

5.0 SITE PROTOCOL

5.1 Site Meetings

To limit person to person contact, all site meetings (internal, site, subcontractor, etc.) will be
held through Teams Meetings. Site meetings that are required to be in person (morning safe
production meetings, etc.), shall be held in an open area, preferably outside, and practice
socialdi st ancing practices by maintaiaohemg a 2.0m (6660)

HCSS Field Safety meetings and all related HSE documents shall be completed by the site
foreman or superintendent on iPad. Worker and subcontractor sign off of these HSE
deliverables shall be completed by the on-site foreman or superintendent, to avoid touch
transmittal and worker exposure.

5.2 Non-Regular Site Visits

All site visitors (owner, consultants, inspectors, etc.) are requested to limit site visits unless
necessary for business continuity reasons. If visits are required, please:

5.3 Handwashing Stations

Acres shall install handwashing stations complete with dispenser soap in strategic locations
on the project site where and when required. Supervisors must post an Acres Safety Notice
Poster at each location (see Appendix C) and Acres Hand Washing Sign (Appendix C-
1).These hand washing statins shall be disinfected regularly.

5.4 Hand Sanitizing Stations

Where hand washing stations are not practicable Acres shall install hand sanitizer stations in
strategic locations around the project site. Hand sanitizing stations shall be inspected daily to
ensure they are full and cleaned. Install an Acres Safety Notice Poster at each location (see
Appendix C and Acres Handwashing Sign Appendix C-1.

5.5 Cleaning

Acres site personnel must identify and clean surfaces that workers come into regular contact
with. Acres employees and subcontractors are to sanitize door handles, toilet doors, meeting
room tables, first aid rooms, orientation rooms, etc., at the end of each shift. Stock and supply
cleaning wipes and spray sanitizer on site from the Acres Safety Supply room. See Appendix
D for Surface Cleaning for Potential Virus Contamination Safe Work Procedures.

5.6 Social Distancing

Acres will not promote or practice hand shaking, or physical contact during the COVID-19
pandemic. Acres employees, subcontractors and individuals are always to practice social
distancing as set forth by the CDC and remain 2.0m ( 6 6afait jrom each other. This includes
in lunchrooms, work areas, while working in excavations, in construction buildings, entry ways
and exits of sites, etc.

Acres office employees are encouraged to work remotely if their role permits, as per the Acres
Employee guidelines issued on March 16, 2020. Some roles on site may allow for a rotation

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schedule to allow for social distancing practices. Acres will continue to follow the required
recommendations and guidelines of the CDC for social distancing and may utilize where
required, social distancing spotters and other innovative ways to ensure social distancing
practices are occurring and being upheld.

Acres will cancel and/or postpone all site evacuation drills or similar drills at this time. These

are not in line with social distancing guidelines. Project sites are to update their Emergency

Evacuation Plans to incorporate social distancing. This can include more muster points,

proper spacing of 2. 0m (rBtlu&iony to avdrkersnabeut scial poi nt s an
distancing.

Project sites are also to update their project Risk Assessments to include COVID-19, hazards
associated, and control measures placed at site level.

Sighage will be posted on sites to promote proper social distancing protocols. As per CDC guidelines for
social distancing a minimum of 2 m (6'6") must be maintained by all employees and subcontractors while
performing work tasks.

Acres shall implement the use of a protective facemask or respirator for all employees that cannot
practice social distancing for certain tasks. Acres shall also limit the amount of employees performing
these close proximately tasks in an effort to reduce contact.

Acres shall monitor employees who may be at risk to work in close proximity to each other and will utilize
a spotter to maintain social distancing practices where necessary.

5.7 Employee/Subcontractor/Visitor Coronavirus (COVID-19) Mandatory Self Declaration

Acres will communicate with employees, subcontractors and visitors who are currently
performing work on our project sites. Acres has implemented a 2020 Project Continuity Plan
to COVID-19 Pandemic that will be communicated to all personnel. Each subcontractor must
complete a Mandatory Self Declaration form prior to site entry. All visitors that plan to attend
project site locations must complete a Mandatory Self Declaration Form prior to arrival.

Acres employees whom have self-isolated due to illness or other self-isolation must complete
the Mandatory Self Declaration form prior to returning to work.

5.8 Monitoring Employee & Subcontractor Health

Acres will monitor worker and subcontractor health on site. If a worker or subcontractor is
exhibiting symptoms, they will be instructed to leave work and self-isolate for 14 days. Acres
shall point them to visit the BC Assessment Tool online to determine next steps if their illness
symptoms display COVID-19.

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Per British Columbia provincial guidelines, the General Contractor is to keep a list of all
workers on site and update it daily. Acres has a project sign in process to track all employees
and subcontractors on projects, office, and shop locations.

Each subcontractor and visitor attending site will be required to complete a Mandatory Self
Declaration form and forward it off to HSE. In addition, all new workers and visitors will be
required to complete this Self Declaration prior to site arrival. Employees whom have self-
isolated due to illness must complete the self-declaration form prior to returning to work.

Acres will reinforce how important it is for workers and project partners to be healthy, if they
want to come to work on any Acres or client project locations. This will also reinforce the
public healtha u t h o self-assessment monitoring tool. All records are the same as first aid
records and will be kept confidential for privacy reasons. See Appendix F for Mandatory Self
Declaration Form.

5.9 Lunchrooms

Acres will provide and ensure that there are handwash stations close to the project
lunchroom/lockup areas. Acres will encourage an promote workers to wash their hands

properly before and after all meals. Acres employees will abide by social distancing guidelines

whilei n Il unchrooms &0d sway 2 o0 mo @obidercanstraidtsywtisy s . Due
may require workers to take coffee breaks and/or lunch breaks in shifts.

Acres will promote with employees to avoid going to areas of congregation during breaks and
lunch time (coffee shops, restaurants etc.). Acres employees will be asked to consider
separating PPE and clothing that is hung up in the lunchroom to avoid contamination. All
spare work clothing should be transported home in aplastic bag and washed.

All lunch tables will be wiped down and disinfected daily per the Routine Cleaning Protocol.
(see Appendix Di Surface Cleaning for Potential Virus Contamination Safe Work
Procedures.

5.10 Orientations

The Project Safety Superintendent for the site will ask workers if they have had any recent
travel and if they are feeling sick during the orientations and follow the screening questions
shown in the BC Assessment Tool. Acres will limit the number of persons in the orientation
room to maintain soci al di stancing protocol (2.0m o
to hold more orientation sessions. It is recommended to disinfect used pens, tables andchairs
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after each session. A verbal orientation after the video should include Acres COVID-19
handouts (see Appendix A, Appendix B, B1 and Appendix C, C-1) ,should discuss hygiene
expectations, site PPE rules, handwashing, social distancing, and general health of the
worker (flu like symptoms).

5.11 Wearing Gloves

Acres has provided disposable gloves to workers and shall enforce that they wear them on
our projects. It is important to note that gloves can still carry and transfer the virus. Avoid
touching others, your face and your eyes even with gloves on. If personal gloves are washable,
they should be washed after each shift.

5.12 Garbage Bins

Acres lunchrooms and site garbage will be collected and disposed of regularly. Garbage
bags will be properly sealed and disposed of accordingly.

5.13 Antibacterial Soap & Disinfecting Spray

Acres shall provide basic hygiene supplies; however, the procurement of some supplies may
be a challenge and items being sent to projects needs to be diligently used. Acres shall
continue to provide such supplies to projects. Hand sanitizer has become very scarce and
hard to find, so employees are asked to try to use it as a last measure when hand washing is
unavailable.

Acres recommends the use of Spray Nine Disinfectant Spray (946 mL) in the absence of
cleaning wipes during this time. It is important to understand how to apply this product
effectively.

5.14 Rapid Demobilization Due to Project Suspension/Shutdown

The decision to close a project site must be made by the Project Director in consultation with
the Project Manager and Client together. If there is a heed to rapidly demobilize or shutdown
the project for a longer period, Acres will follow the attached checklist (see Appendix G) to
ensure the project is left in a safe condition.

Acres project teams will use this checklist as a starting point and include items/tasks that are
specific to their project. This can include but is not limited to checking site security, water shut
offs, lighting, heating, dewatering, shoring, power, loose material, stored materials, open
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excavations, and equipment left on site.

There are insurance requirements that should be considered if projects are shutdown. These
are:

1. If your project is shutdown, there are risk elements that need to
be discussed with our clients. A Risk Register should be created
that outlines the property risk and third-party risk at your project
during a shutdown. This is to be reviewed with our clients to
ensure alignment.

2. If the client has arranged an OCIP (Owner Controlled Insurance
Program) they should be in contact with their broker to clarify and
all requirements that must be met if work is to be suspended to
ensure continuity of coverage.

3. Thorough documentation of the condition of the project at the time
the project is suspended can help avoid disputes if property
damage occurs.

4. An updated construction schedule is to be done as of the day the
project is suspended.

5.15 N95 Particulate Respirators

All N95 respirators should be preserved on site and only used for construction related activities. There is
a general shortage of these respirators in the market. N95 particulate respirators are currently only
required for certain tasks, such as dust control on site and therefore the BC CDC advises that
surgical/procedure respirator should only be used by front line health care industry workers and sick
people to prevent transmission to other people. A particulate respirator will help keep a person's
droplets in. Acres shall follow the CDC guidelines for use of N95 Particulate Respirators until further
directed.

5.16 Surgical Masks/Protective Masks

Heal th care workers wear surgical masks, eye protec
and patients. During health care procedures in whic

N 9 5 s'he CDC advises that it may be less effective to wear a mask in the community when a person
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is not sick themselves. Masks may give a person a false sense of security and are likely to increase the
number of times a person will touch their own face (e.g., to adjust the mask).

Acres shall follow the current set CDC guidelines and recommendations until further changes are

required, or client requested for site protocols. Acres will implement the use of protective masks to
employees where social distancing practices cannot be achieved during certain construction work
tasks.

5.17 Site Office Trailers

The number of employees, subcontractors and or visitors shall be limited in site offices. Acres

shallmaintai n soci al distancing protocol (2.0m or 60660) .

working remotely and working on site to ensure social distancing protocol is met. Host
meetings outside if meeting is too small to support proper social distancing protocol. Do not
share keyboard, mice, pens, clipboards, documents, etc. Routinely disinfect door handles,
chairs, and commonly touched items.

5.18 Hygiene Practices

Acres shall promote employees and subcontractors to clean hands with soap and water for
20 seconds as recommended by the CDC. Handwashing should be done before and after
meals, at the end of the workday, and when going and at home. Employee and
subcontractors are urged not shake hands, avoid physical contact. Do not share food, drinks,
cigarettes, vaping devices and personal hand tools. Do not touch face, eyes, or mouth with
unwashed hands. Follow good respiratory etiquette by covering your mouth and nose by
creasing your elbow when coughing or sneezing. It is also recommended that all workers
wash their clothes after a work shift.

5.18.1 Hand washing

Hand washing is one of the best ways to minimize the risk of infection. Proper hand washing helps
prevent the transfer of infectious material from the hands to other parts of the bodyd particularly the
eyes, nose, and mouth or to other surfaces that are touched.

the washrooms and kitchen area.

5.18.2 Cough/Sneeze Etiquette

Acres workers and project partners are expected to follow cough/sneeze etiquette, which
is a combination of measures that minimizes the transmission of diseases via droplet or
airborne routes.

Cough/sneeze etiquette includes the following components:
1 Educate workers in control measures, including hand washing.
9 Post signs at entry points to instruct everyone about control measures.

1 Cover your mouth and nose with a sleeve or tissue when coughing or sneezing.
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1 Use tissues to contain secretions and dispose of them promptly in a waste container.
9 Offer surgical masks to people who are coughing.
9 Turnyour head away from others when coughing or sneezing.
1 Wash hands regularly.

5.19 Personal Protective Equipment for Project First Aid Attendants When with
Patients

The following PPE is required when with a patient that may have a presumptive case of
Coronavirus (COVID-19):

- N95 mask

- Face shield/mask with visor

- Safety glasses

- Disposable gloves

- Disinfectant products

- Change of clothes and bag or contaminated clothing.

6.0 MEDICAL RESPONSE

6.1 Worker Training
Acres workers will receive training in the following:

1 The risk of exposure to COVID-19, and the signs and symptoms of the disease.

9 Safe work procedures to be followed, including hand washing, social distancing, and cough/sneeze
etiquette.

9 Location of washing facilities, including dispensing stations for alcohol-based hand rubs.
1 How to seek first aid.

1 How to report an exposure to or symptoms of COVID-19.

6.2 Acres Employee Self Quarantine
If workers show symptoms of COVID-19

If workers or project partners are ill with COVID-19 symptoms, they are required to stay home ad self-
isolate. If they develop symptoms of COVID-19 while at work, they are required to leave the workplace
immediately and self-isolate for a minimum 14 days. Workers are only allowed to return to the workplace
once they have recovered from COVID-19 and completed a self-declaration form. Workers must report
and/ or inform their supervisor immediately if they are ill or show symptoms of COVID-19.
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The BC CDC also provides guidance on self-isolation. Workers who suspect they may have COVID-19
should use the BC Self-Assessment Tool: https://covid19.thrive.health or call 811 for assistance.

Employee must notify their supervisor and Human Resources Advisor. Visit the BC Assessment Tool
and follow instructions and recommendations.

6.3 Health Monitoring

Acres workers will promptly report any symptoms of COVID-19 to their supervisor immediately. Any first
aid services provided shall be documented and appropriate precautions taken during first aid services
by the attendant.

6.4 Persons Reporting to Project First Aid

If a worker or subcontractor who reports to first aid feeling ill or exhibiting COVID-19
symptoms, the worker will be sent home to self-isolate for 14 days while instructing them to
use the BC Assessment Tool.

6.5 Persons Observed On Site with Flu-Like Symptoms

If a worker or subcontractor who is observed exhibiting COVID-19 symptoms or they feel ill,
direct them to go home and to visit the BC Assessment Tool. Clean and disinfect any areas
where the worker was working per the Surface Cleaning for Potential Virus Contamination Safe
Work Procedures (see Appendix D).

6.6 Persons Confirmed to Having COVID-19

Prevent the spread of COVID-19 by assessing who else may have been in contact with the
individual and notifying those people in accordance with Health Authority Protocols for
identification and quarantine. Suspend work and disinfect the site per the Surface Cleaning
for Potential Virus Contamination Safe Work Procedures in Appendix D. Decision to close the
site must be made by the Project Director, Project Manager, and Client together.

Novel Coronavirus (COVID - 19)

Understand How Novel Coronavirus Spreads

When a person infected with COVID-19 sneezes, coughs or exhales, they release
droplets of infected fluid, which can fall on nearby objects and surfaces. A person can
become infected if they are standing close to an infected person and breathe in these
droplets or touch a contaminated object or surface and then touch their eyes, nose or
mouth before washing their hands.
